and make sure you understand the
characteristics of speed, stability,
steering, and operation of this machine.

Do not remove this manual or the
safety manual from the machine. See
your J | Case dealer for additional
manuals. Also see the inside of the rear
cover of this manual for detailed informa-
tion.

1. Operators Manual Storage

The safety information given in this manual does not replace safety codes, insur-
ance regulations, or federal, state/provincial, or local laws. Make sure your machine
has the correct equipment according to these rules or laws.

IMPORTANT: Safety messages in this section point out situations which can be en-
countered during the normal operation and maintenance of your machine. These
safety messages also give possible ways of dealing with these conditions.

Additional safety messages are used in the text of the manual to indicate specific
safety hazards.



SAFETY/DECALS/HAND SIGNALS

A BEFORE OPERATION A

® Avoid loose fitting clothing, loose or
uncovered long hair, jewelry and loose
personal articles.

o Different jobs will require different pro-
tective equipment. Items such as hard
hats, protective shoes, heavy gloves, re-
flector type vests, respirators, ear protec-
tion, and eye protection can be required.
Before you start the job, determine what
protective equipment is required. Use
this equipment at all times.

® Be prepared for emergencies. Always
have a first aid kit and a good working fire
extinguisher with you and know how to
use each.

® Know the hand signals used on your
job. Follow the instructions of the
flagman, signs, etc. See pages 19 and
20.

® Check that all doors, guards, and
covers are installed correctly and/or
closed.

® Foreign material or grease on the
steps and hand rails can cause an ac-
cident. Keep the steps and hand rails
clean.

® Stay away from hazardous areas such
as ditches, overhangs, etc. Walk around
the work area and look for hazards
before you start.

® Before you operate at night, check that
all lamps illuminate.

® Make sure that all windows are clean
and that the windshield wipers work cor-
rectly.

® Remove all loose objects from the
operators area and cab. Loose objects
can jam controls and cause accidents.

® Always face the machine and use the
hand rails and steps when getting on or
getting off. Do not rush.

® Before you start each day, walk around
the machine and check for oil or fluid
leaks. Replace all broken or missing
parts and do the required lubrication and
maintenance as shown in this manual.
Clean all trash and debris from the
machine, especially from the engine
area.

® Make sure all persons are away from
the machine.

@ Before you start the engine:
1. Fasten your seat belt.

2. Soundthe hornto warn all persons that
you are going to start the engine.

3. Make sure the foot and hand controls
are in NEUTRAL.

4. Put the Control Switch in the OFF posi-
tion.

5. Put the Engine Throttle Control in the
IDLE position.

6. After the engine is started, put the
Control Switch in the ON position.

® Engine exhaust fumes can cause
death. If you operate this machine in an
enclosed area, use good ventilation to
replace the exhaust fumes with fresh air.

® Know the rules, laws, and safety
equipment necessary for transporting
this machine on a road or highway.

@ Check all controls in a clear area and
make sure the machine is operating cor-
rectly.

® Before you start, know the travel direc-
tion (drive sprockets at the rear of the
machine).

® Do not allow other persons to ride any-
where on the machine. Other persons
can fall or can cause an accident. This is
a one person machine.

e Dust, fog, smoke, etc., can decrease
or block your vision and cause an ac-
cident. Stop the machine or decrease the
speed until you can see everything
around you in your area. Make sure the
machine lamps are ON.

e Contact with high voltage power lines,
underground cables, etc., can cause
serious injury or death from electrocu-
tion.

Before you drive or operate in an area
with high voltage lines, cables, or power
station, tell the power or utility company
what you are going to do. You MUST
HAVE THE POWER DISCONNECTED
OR KEEP A SAFE WORKING DISTANCE
from the lines, cables, or power station.
You must know the safe working distance
from the high voltage power equipment
and must know any federal, state/provin-
cial, or local safety codes or regulations
that apply to the job site.

If a part of the machine touches high
voltage power:

1. Warn other workers NOT TO TOUCH
THE MACHINE and to stay away from the
machine.

2. If you can break contact, reverse the
operation that caused contact with the
high voltage power, and move the
machine away from the danger area. If
you can not break contact, stay in the
machine until the utility company de-
energizes the line and tells you that the
power is off.

3. If you have extreme conditons, such as
afire, etc., and you are forced to leave the
machine, do not step off the machine.
Jump as far from the machine as pos-
sible.

4. Then, hop away with your feet together
until you are a safe distance from the
machine and the electrical current. Do
not take large steps. Because of the
voltage differential across the ground,
one foot can be in a higher voltage area
than the other. This difference can Kkill
you.

® Do not operate the machine if you do
not feel well. This can be dangerous for
you and for the people around you.

® Operate the machine smoothly. Do not
make sudden starts or stops.

e If this machine rolls over, you can be
injured or killed. You must make a
judgment if weather, road, or earth condi-
tions will permit safe operation on a hill,
ramp, or rough ground.

® Stay away from hazardous areas such
as ditches, overhangs, etc. Walk around
the work area before you start and look
for hazards. Do not dig a trench too close
to the machine.
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
